VOTING IN VIRGINA 
When you register to vote in Virginia, you DO NOT register to vote by party. Virginia is an Open Primary 
State which means that any registered voter in Virginia may vote in either a Democratic or Republican prima-
ry. When both parties hold a primary election, you will be asked which party's ballot you would like to vote 
when you check in at the polling place with your photo ID. Note, you may only vote in one primary when two 
primaries are being held.
